The Council for the Township of Killaloe, Hagarty and Richards met on the above date 
with Councillors Isabel O’Reilly, Kathy Marion, Ernie Cybulski, Stanley Pecoskie, Carl 
Kuehl and Debbie Peplinskie present.  Mayor Janice Visneskie chaired the meeting, 
which she opened and called to order.

She also advised that the decision to 
change the meeting venue had been supported by Council, and that arrangements could 
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easily be made to accommodate those with accessibility issues by holding the meetings 
in another part of the building when necessary.  Mayor Visneskie also advised that she 
will ensure that this matter is brought to the attention of the library board for their input 
and discussion. Mrs. McKone thanked Council for their attention to her concerns at 
which time she left the meeting.
